• Preliminary Engineering

– Roadway Preliminary Engineering is complete.  Two alternatives have 
been evaluated.  ODOT and KYTC will be recommending Alternative I 
advance as the recommended alternative.  The Step 7 PAVR detailing 
preliminary engineering steps has been approved and is on the projectpreliminary engineering steps has been approved and is on the project 
website.  This includes roadway alternative drawings. 

– The Interchange Modification Study has been completed and is beingThe Interchange Modification Study has been completed and is being 
reviewed by the FHWA Headquarters in Washington, DC.

– The Main River Bridge Type Selection Study has been completed, and g yp y p ,
is posted on the project website.  Three alternatives remain:  tied arch, 
symmetrical cable stayed, and asymmetrical cable stayed.  All 
alternatives will be presented to the public for comment at the public 
hearing A final decision on type will be made after public commentshearing.  A final decision on type will be made after public comments 
are received.
